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I. CA.Ed.G.E. Initiative 

A website is finally available on the California Education for a Global Economy Initiative. This initiative is a result of SB 1174 (Lara-2014) and will be placed on the November 2016 General Election Ballot. Essentially the initiative provides opportunity for parental choice and voice regarding access to language programs that prepare their children to be more competitive in a global economy and provides opportunities for monolingual English speaking students to be instructed to achieve proficiency in another language. 

Most importantly for children who are English Learners this initiative repeals the onerous English learner parent waiver requirement and the English only presumptive placement of English learners currently in law!!  

CA.ED.G.E. needs to be passed by the voters in November 2016 if we are to see the most onerous provisions of Proposition 227 repealed.

II. Bills Introduced in 2016 Legislative Session
Attached is a bill list of K-12 bills introduced this session that you should be aware of. In education, priorities of the Legislature include expanding access to pre-school and addressing the teacher shortage area. Development of the LCFF Evaluation Rubrics and the accountability system continue to remain an interest of the Legislature.

Bills addressing the teacher shortage can be found on pages 10-14 on my attached report, Introduced Bills, K-12 grade, 2016 Legislative Session. The bills receiving the most attention include AB 2401 (O’Donnell) BTSA Program, 

SB 915 (Liu) Teacher Recruitment: California Center on Teaching Careers, 
And SB 933 (Allen) Teachers: California Teacher Corps Act of 2016: Teacher Residency Programs. 


Please note Assembly Member Holden has introduced AB 2248 (Holden) Out-of-State Teachers: Teacher Credentialing: English Learners which would authorize CTC to issue authorizations for an out-of-state teacher if the following requirements are met: a) the teacher holds a valid teaching credential or 2) is applying for a certain teaching credential as an out-of state prepared teachers and is able to present a valid out-of-state credential or certificate that authorizes the equivalent level of instruction of English Learners.

III. Recommendations for Appointment to the California Practitioners Group

Over 130 applications were submitted for consideration of the 2016–17 California Practitioners Advisory Group (CPAG). Screening Committee members of the State Board of Education, Ilene Straus, Feliza Ortiz-Licon and Sue Burr met on March 2 and 4 to review the applicants and select finalists.  The committee identified 17 candidates for consideration by the board.  The candidates are listed on the attachment. The Screening Committee also recommends that the SBE approve Jo Ann Isken to serve as Chair and Ed Manansala to serve as Vice Chair of the CPAG.


CPAG will provide input to the SBE on ongoing efforts to establish a single coherent local, state and federal accountability system, including providing input on the design of the LCFF evaluation rubrics and other decisions related to implementing the LCFF. 

 The advisory committee will also serve as the State’s Committee of Practitioners under Title I federal requirements. As such, the committee will also review any State rules and regulations relating to Title I of the ESEA, as amended by the ESSA in order to advise the State in order to advise the State in carrying out its Title I responsibilities.

Members of the committee will serve for a term of up to three years. Terms of the office will be staggered to avoid the need to replace the majority of members at the same time. 

Regular meetings of the CPAG will be conducted annually or as needed.
